 Complete weekly maintenance checklists: inspections, cleaning, testing, and 
documentation. 

 Grounds care, summer mowing, summer garden care, assisting with snow removal and 
walkway care.  

 Overseeing custodial work, completing weekly tasks, completing seasonal custodial 
tasks, orienting and working with custodial volunteers.  

 Assisting with other maintenance tasks and projects.  
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TIME OFF AND BENEFITS
